Crime skits
Have students break into groups of 3 to 5 and perform a crime skit.

Skits should be about 5 minutes long and include a crime, a setting, a victim, a perpetrator, and dialogue. For example, 2 students could be walking along to a football game talking about a movie they saw last night.  A third student confronts them and asks to borrow a dollar.  As one student brings out her wallet the third grabs it and takes off.

Set up skits, assign roles, gather props and rehearse.  Perform the skits.

Preferably, next day ask:

1. Where did the crime take place?

2. Describe the setting

3. Describe the victim, what was he wearing?

4. Describe the perpetrator what was he wearing?
